2. † Any of the following can be counted towards the 12 credits in Advanced Courses (§4) and simultaneously "check off" the Formal Systems requirement (§3): PSYC 3503/5570; LING 3000Q, 3310Q, 3410Q, 3511Q. Students using this option must take 6 credits in §5. Others need 3 credits in §3 and 3 credits in §5.
3. Commonly needed prerequisites: PSYC 1100 and 1101/3, for all PSYC courses in the major; STAT 1000Q or 1100Q, for all options in §2 Statistics; at least one of PHIL 1101-1107, for most PHIL courses in the major; most 2000-lvl CSE courses (e.g. 2500 and 2050) require CSE 1010 or 1729 whereas most 3000-lvl require CSE 2050 or 2100 and 2500. 
4. COGS 2201 is a spring-only course and is best taken in Year 2; COGS 3584 is offered both semesters and is best taken in Year 3 or 4.
